THE PAVILION AT CULTUS LAKE,B.C

Cultus Lake Pavilion - Ron Denman, Director Chilliwack Museum

In June, 1939, Chilliwack was just emerging frone fDepression. The start of World War Two
months away. That month, a new building arose rdain Beach that rivaled some of the n
magnificent dance hall structures in North AmeriGhe Cultus Lake Pavilion, a large architectu
complex building, became the focal point for thenoaunity for the next fifty years.

The Pavilion was designed blaurice William Sharon. Sharon had a distinguisivedeer as tt
provincial architect and geographer for the progin¢ Saskatchewan before moving to British Colut
at the start of the 1930s.

The building served many functions. Big band etssicy peformed by live bands, would waft through
night air when thedoors would swing open on the veranda and the nwasidd carry across the lake
was almost romantic, quite nic@Mel Buckingham, interview with Maaike Vander Zal 1996). A stor
a past office and an influx of summer and winter resideduring the six years of the war ensured the
building took on a pivotal role in creating a senfeommunity.

While there was always a commercial aspect to thielihg, Mel Buckingham remembetisat Hallowee
parties, bingo, and gatherings of groups such astsavere important to the life of the building. he :
swim club formed around 1950, the Pavilion was usedean suppers and pie feeds, to assist the
club members or visiting clubs During the 1948 flood, some evacuated resideht&reendale we
housed in the pavilion as they waited for floodwsite recede.

By the 1980s, as the community changed, the pavilegan to lose its luster. Attempts to createmax
sources in théuilding by adding stores and leasing out secthailed in the end to save the struct
Residents tried to save the building but theirscalent unheard. Costs to upgrade the pavilion
deemed to be too high by the Park Board. In 18@0Pavilon, one of the last of the lakeside dance
in Canada, was destroyed.
