One of |
first memories of the lake is driving up to go cangpat Sunnyside with her aunt and uncle and :

The Cultus Lake Aquatic Stewardship Stra
(CLASS) is a multistakeholder collaborati
strategy inspired by the desire to balance ht
use of the lake with watershed health. In
interest of building understanding of thisiqune
place, the group asked retired Port Mc
architect, Ron Simpson, to construct a thres
dimensional watershed model. Ron not only ac
to take on the project but he also decide
volunteer the many hours it took to build
model. The relief mapsiabout 1 metre wide, :
metres long and half a metre deep. Althougt
hardest part of the project was complete, the ¢
recognized the map could use some finis
touches. Ron actually makes a point of leaving
model at this stage so the locabgp can take tt
steps to customize it to include the features
feel are most important to highlight.

Are you planning to develop near a streal
or water body? As of March 2006, tF
Province of British Columbia, in cooperat
with Fisheries and Oceans Canada, introd
the Riparian Areas Regulation to pro
stream features, functions and conditions
support fish and fish habitat.

As a result, most development or alteratior
land within 30 metres of a stream is require
meet the Riparian Areas Regulation.
includes new residential, commercial,
industrial developments in the Fraser Ve
Regional District. The Riparian Are
Regulation does not apply to reconstructio
repair of existing structures or farm uses
agricultural lands.

If your development is within a Ripari
Assessment Area then an assessment
prepared by a qualified environmel
professional is redred. A qualifiec
environmental professional is typically
professional  Biologist. The qualifi
environmental professional report will outl
how far a development must be located frc
watercourse and what must be done to pre
stream vegetation.

In the coming months, the Regional Dist
will consider establishing Riparian Al

Development Permit Areas (DPAS)
implement this Provincial legislation in a 1
and efficient way. The emphasis will be to
up permit areas that meet the requieats o
the Province while effectively balancing
habitat needs of fish with the practical neec
property owners.

Last summer, the Ministry of Forests workec
improving existing Forestry Roaculverts highe
up Vedder Mountain.
