community going forward with governance. At this

point, the new governance restructuring commits
planning to hold its first meeting sometime near th
end of October or beginniraf November. The dat

A letter of reply that Brian and Joanne Nokle
recently received from the Ministry of Communit
Development regarding governance states:
“The role of the [restructuring] committee will bg
to identify thekey issues and resulting informati
that will be needed by the electors to make an
informed choice.” The letter concludes with: “1
public consultation process to present the impag
analysis findings to the City and Cultus Lake Par
residents and property owners is not expected t
begin until the City impact analysis is completed
and the outcome of consultation between the Ci
and the Soowahlie First Nation is known. If the
City still wishes to proceed, and the Minister is
satisfied that the outstanding issues will be
addressed, he would at that point determine a d
for a vote to be held at Cultus Lake Park on the
boundary extension proposal A full copy of the
letter can be accessed on our web site:

The next Park Board may be the last Cultus Lak
Park Board. It will complete the full three year
term. As such, this board can play a critical iia
the future of Cultus Lake.

In particular, the Future Planning Advisory

The Main Beach Redevelopi
project will begin now that the crowds are gondis
beautiful addition to the Park will highlight thatee
area with a lit walkway and soil retention systethret
will define the beach area. The Board has formally

authorized this project to be tendered wit
work starting later this year.

Once again we had a tremendous year
the Sunnyside and Vedder River
Campgrounds. This year saw many capit
work projects in the campgrounds, from
new volleyball and basketball courts, a
newly landscaped front office area, to ne
paving and signage. The seasonal wa
has grown to over 250 people showing th
this is a campground that people want to
come to and stay for the entire season.

The Budget season is now upon the staff
and the Cultus Lake Park Board, new
projects and infrastructure upgrades wil
discussed, keeping the common goal of
improving this wonderful community
within a community for all to enjoy. This
process is always a challenge balancing
infrastructure demands with due diligence
towards the true costs of projects and thg
community that bears the costs.

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Tree Removals at Water Park

The Water Park Expansion hasmerous
facets that will be constructed over three
phases. Each phase includes a water rit
well as infrastructure that is required for a
water park of this size. As part of the Cultu
Lake Park Boards decision process they
requested that the developer complete

numerous reports: arborist tree report, storm

water report, a report on the current septic

fields, a back-up plan for access to the sepi

fields, traffic report as well as numerous

engineered plans and permits. These reports
were followed up by a series of peer reviews

conducted to ensure that all information
provided was correct and necessary
before mentioned tree report identified all
trees on the property, including an
assessment of each tree’s health, and a pl
to identify which trees would be required to
be extracted. An overlay of the additions tg
the Park was utilized showing the trees that

would have to be extracted. The Cultus Lake

Park Board hired a consultant arborist to
analyze the information given, with that
information the developer and the Park
Manager then went over the request for
specified trees identified by number and th
actually moved the location of rides to best
utilize areas where we could save as many
trees as possible. We were able to save
many trees by realigning the rides.

Planning for other infrastructure required in
the development agreement also includes
plan to take care of storm water that r
accumulate on the grounds. This plan
includes numerous drainage fields located
underneath the planned parking lot. It was
these planned drainage fields that required
the removal of the trees along the highwa
was not possible to save these trees when

incorporating the required infrastructure and

technical requirements for storm water
runoff. During the approval stage the Boarg
weighed the requirements for infrastructure

as well as the replacement of trees that ha
been required to be taken down. The
replacement rate for the trees are on a mol
than 2 to 1 basis, and the trees will be
replaced by trees common to the area and
an age that will guarantee their success. In
feciding to allow a harvest of this magnitug
the Board was impressed that the develops
was replacing the trees with a replacement
ratio that is larger than required for any
resident under the Cultus Lake park Board
bylaws.

Lastly | would like to apologize for not
communicating to the public exactly what
would occur in Phase Two of the expansion.
I will attempt to communicate better in the
future hoping to alleviate some of the stres
the first step will be to update the Cultus
Lake Community Association President on
regular basis of any upcoming large project
that will effect the community, as well as
updating the website on the “Notice Board’
allowing any resident or visitor to the area {
be able to update them selves on any curre
affairs.

Around the Lake
Ron Denman

A nice leisurely drive around the lake brings
to Lindell Beach and Columbia Valley. These
communities developed quite differently from
the community located within Cultus Lake
park

For centuries, Columbia Valley was used as
transportation route for the ancestors of the
aboriginal people (the Ts’élxweyeqw) who
lived along the Chilliwack River. Trails beside
the lake and through the valley were used as
corridors to trade and establish social ties with
their southern neighbours, the Nooksack. By
1830, shortly after the Hudson’s Bay Comp.
established Fort Langley, these same trails
were being used to transport furs from south of
border to the fort. When British Columbia’s
gold rush began in 1858, the route through
Columbia Valley and beside Cultus Lake was
briefly touted as the most direct route to the
Fraser River and the riches offered by the gold
producing streams and bars in Yale. T
euphoria didn’t last long though as other more
direct routes were found. The trails through
valley were largely forgotten for the next fifty
years. By 1916, a handful of families had
settled in Columbia Valley. Their names and
descendents are still remembered today.
Kosikar, Jarabek, Iverson, Larson, Frost, Erho
Dorko, Swanberg, Lindell, Minnick and
Kushner are names that still echo through

Columbia Valley.

In 1916, a road, or more accurately a trail, was
improved so that Columbia Valley residents
could make the long journey to Chilliwack. The
trail was used to herd cattle to Chilliwack
markets and to bring supplies back to their
homes. The road was largely impassable during
the wet winter months so it wasn't a dependable
route for the early residents. It took until the
mid-1950s before a year round road would be
built to connect Columbia Valley and Lindell
Beach with Chilliwack.

In the late 1940s, Earl and Enos Brett had
discovered the beauty of the lake, travelling by
boat or sometimes plane to Lindell Beach. By
the mid-1950s, others had discovered the
southern end. In 1957, a subdivision was created
and lots were sold for a new group of settlers. A
golf course and other recreational amenities \
also added. Meanwhile Columbia Valley had
grown so that about thirty families could call the
valley home.

The time had come to improve the road. In 1957
and 1958 the road was finally upgraded and
residents of Columbia Valley and Lindell Beach
finally had a dependable year round road to
connect them to the larger population centres in
the Fraser Valley.

Person does not cease to be a resident
area by leaving the area for temporary
purposes only.
If a person establishes residency in a new ar
which is away from their usual area of
residence for the purpose of attending an
educational institution in the new area, the
person may choose to vote in either area, by
not in both.

Non-Resident Property Electors
Qualifications [in addition to Resident
Electors Qualifications]:
Registered owner of real property
[includes land, with or without
improvements] in the jurisdiction for
at least 30 days immediately before
the day of registration;
Must not be eligible to register as a
resident elector in the jurisdiction;
Must only register in relation to one
piece of property and
If more than one person owns the
property,only one owner may
register and that person must have
the written consent of a majority of
the other owners.
