A Park is Formed

Assembling the land that eventually came
under the jurisdiction of the Cultus Lake Park
Board took a number of years. As early as
1913, theChilliwack Progresseported that;
“The movement started some years ago by
prominent citizen’s of this valley towar
securing a portion of the lands bordering on
Cultus Lake for permanent park purposes
seems about to be realized (April 9, 1913).”
The only problem was that the land at the

Even before 1948, parts of this area were being
used. During the 1930s and 1940s, the Kinsmen
Kiddie's Kamp offered camping experiences to
children who otherwise would not have had the
opportunity.

When the City and Township attempted to
expropriate the 83-acre site in 1947, an arbitnatio
panel was formed to rule on the arnt of
compensation that Beach’s company would
receive. Beach felt that the amount awarded to
was too low and appealed. Finally, an amount of
$42,500 plus interest was awarded to Beach and

north end of the lake was owned by the fedefa the property was transferred to the City and
government and was being leased to the Noftt Township.

A critical piece of land was known as the
millsite. It was part of a timber berth used by

G. W. Beach, a New Westminster lumberman.

This area is now referred to as Sunnyside.
