Governance Update- virginia O'Brien, Dave
Clyne

The Governance Committee met on April
2010. Two outstanding items were reviev
the Soowahlie First Nation Report and
Province’s respnse to a letter from the City
Chilliwack asking about financi
responsibilities for a number of concerns.

A summary of the Soowahlie First Nat
Report was presented by the researchel
former band chief, Larry Commodore.
outlined an historial perspective and indica
that their primary concern is their Doucg
Reserve land claim issue and the protectic
their rights. Therefore, their position is that
status quo be maintained until the land ¢
ISsue is settled.

Mr. Commodore stad that their wish is
develop good neighbour relationships \
Cultus Lake residents, and there is no intel
to dispossess people from their property.

He commented on past difficulties and is
of mistrust with all levels of governme
Mayor Gaetz apologized for past difficult
with the City and stated that the City resp
Soowahlie’s position and wants a hes
relationship with them.

The issues in the City’s letter to the Province,
and the Province’s response were as follows:

1) Sewer and water systems to be upgrade

to Municipal standards. Response: W
and sewer systems meet Provincial
standards. Any upgrade costs would be
borne by the residents.

Landfill closure plan to have a
mechanism for funding. Response: An
updated closure plan would have to be
submitted by the CLPB to the Ministry
of the Environment. Funding may be
available from Provincial and Federal
governments.

The Province to provide transitional
funding for summer policing. Response:
No funds or programs for this.

The Province to maintain Columbia
Valley Highway. Response: 5 years of

transitional funding for maintenance costs
only is available.

The consultation with Soowahlie First
Nation to be completed. Response: The
letter from Chief Jasper indicates a
preference for status quo until land claim:
are settled.

So-why-Lee Indian Reserve No. 14: Soowahlie’s “Dolap Reserve —A Research Paper

The seminal issue concernigowahlie and Cultus Lake stems from the work ¢drtal surveya
William McColl and the subsequent actions of BC @assioner of Lands and Works Joseph Trt
spanning the brief time period of 1864-67. Thetmmrersy evolved from the instructions atit
authorization given to McColl by Colonial Governggimes Douglas in 1864, shortly after whicl
retired, just as Trutch began his rise to power.

Douglas himself was not seeking controverg/was simply following orders. The “orders”
foundin the Royal Proclamation of 1763, the foundingwoent of this country. The Proclama
essentially holds that “nation to nation” treatieast be negotiated and signed before Aboriginal
can be opened for non-Native settlement. The Gall@ovenor’s policy for the creation of the Indi
reserves, thus, included:

(a) all lands “as they may be severally pointetlbyuthe Indians themselves”;

(b) the “sites of all Indian villages”, and theththe Indians were “accustomed to cultivate” aasl

much land in the vicinity of each as tleeyld till, or was required for their support”;

(c) and sufficient lands to enable reserves ttehérely self-supporting”.

In May 1864, thus, William McColl proceeded to wheds then known as the hdukweyuyk” are:
and among the reserves he laid out was “So-ebY- (Soowahlie) comprising 4,000 acres, w/
included the land that is now Cultus Lake Park.

The main impetus for Douglas’ reserve poli@svthe influx of non-Native settlers to Stocountn
following the 1858 gold rush, and the rising tensbetween them and the Sto:lo. Douglas’ appr
however, did not sit well with many of the nblatives. In 1865, for example, Chilliwack areatlsed
petitioned Colonial Secretary Arthurh complaining of the size of the Indian reseraad calling
for a reduction, while also putting forth the sergnt that “no injustices to these Indians is désiré

Joseph Trutch, in particular, acted upondhesd other settler complaints. Asmmissioner (
Lands and Works, he held a powerful position in twonial government. Trutch’s attitu
unfortunately, was not tempered by the same sentimiethe Chilliwack area settlers; his attitt
instead, was quite blatantly racist, as it is qaiéar in the following quotations:

- On August 28, 1867, he noted, “the Indians haviyrea right to the lands they claim, r
are they of any actual value or utility to them.”
On a trip to Oregon, Trutch commented on theveatithere, “I think the are the uglie
and laziest creatures | ever saw and we shoulo@s think of being afraid of our dogs
of them.”
In 1871, he noted, “I have not yet met with a snigidian whom | consider to have attai
even the most glimmering perception of the Chnistieeed.”

With the retirement of Governor Douglas, the:l® were concerned about the situation, bec
they felt Douglas had been fair in his dealingshwiiatives. His successor, Frederick Seyn
however, was a different matter. Theo® were, no doubt, aware of the lobbying effoofsthe
settlers and perhaps felt Seymour would accommadtateettlers’ complaints. They expressed
concern in their own petition a few months afteyr8eur took office, including the plea: “Please
protect our land, that it will not be small for us...

Natives, at the time, were also recoveringnfied smallpox epidemic that had broken out and s
from Fort Victoria in 1862. This was not as peivasas the earlier smallpox outbreak of 1,78Bicl
is estimated to have killed twibirds of the Sto:lo population. The 1862 epidemas mitigated k

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vaccines; nonetheless, there was death and disnupfi Sto:lo community life. Other diseases
had a deadly impact; measles, influenza, whoopingle, tuberculosis.

What is difficult to calculate is what impact thediseases had on Sto:lo community life, espet
considering that it was elders and the native lesiie who made up most of the fatalities.

In dealing with the concern over the possiblduction of reserves, some natives begareprpting
land as “as quickly and freely as whiteman (sicNon-Natives were allowed to pesnpt 169 acre
which they had to “improve” in a given period ome. Trutch viewed native pre-enmgt as a
“embarrassing precedent” and in 1866 he helpedestegislation, which disallowed such actic
Trutch also ensured that the legislation furtheroaamodated the non-Native peeaptor by allowin
an additional 480 acres to be purchased at a nbmiicg. To put this in perspective, seven (7)-nc
Native settlers would have been eligible to-empt more acreage than was allotted for the ¢
Soowahlie community in 1864. Trutch’s boss, GowerSeymour, had no problem with this, or
other effort of Trutch to disenfranchise natives.

Seymour, however, had different words to saynatives themselves. There is an oral hi:
amongst the Sto:lo, and other First Nations, tlsatkmown as “Seymour’'s Promise” or, m
generically, the “Crow's Promise”. Shortly after taking office in 18688eymour called for a meeti
of natives in New Westminster on Queen Victoriaidholay. The Sto:lo history holds that Seyn
promised to protect what's become known as the YlamiReserves” (i.e. Soahlie’s 4,000 acre

Certainly, if Seymour had been true to hisdyahe course of BritisiColumbia history would ha
been dramatically different.

The most obsiexample being Trutch’s claim that Govern
Douglas lacked “an established system” for dealiitp native land issues. As mentioned eal
Douglas’ “system” was the Royal Proclamation of 3,7@hich had served as the basis of ti
making with natives east of the Rockies for some y€ars upuntil Trutch’s time. Again, howevi
Trutch, and his enablers, were guided by his bétat “The Indians have really no right to the lg
they claim...”.
